I. The Electoral College

A. When you vote for President you vote to elect presidential electors.

1. They are expected to vote automatically for their party’s candidates.

B. Candidate who receives a majority of the electoral votes is elected.  270 of 538.

C. If no one receives a majority, the House chooses the President

II. Defects

A. Winner of popular vote might not win the Presidency.

1. Winner gets all electoral votes.

B. Electors are not required to vote for the candidate favored by the popular vote.

C. Possible the House will have to decide.

III. Proposed Reforms

A. Proportional Plan

1. State’s Electoral votes=State’s popular vote.
