1. Protections against government.

B. Civil Rights

1. Positive acts of government that try to make constitutional guarantees a reality.

II. Freedom of Religion

A. Two Guarantees

1. Prohibit the establishment of religion.

Implies separation of church and state.

2. Prohibit arbitrary interference by government.

III. Freedom of Speech and Press

A. Protected unless one uses libel, slander, or obscene.

B. Symbolic speech and picketing.

IV. Freedom of Expression and National Security

A. Government can punish espionage, sabotage, or treason.

B. Alien and Sedition Acts of 1798

1. Made false criticism of the government a crime.

C. Espionage Act of 1917

1. Made it against the law to publish abusive language about the government of the U.S.
