I. Introduction to Due Process

A. Means the government must act fairly and in accordance with certain rules.

B. 5th Amendment-Federal government, 14th Amendment-States.

C. Police power-the power of each state to promote the public health, safety, morals, and general welfare.

1. Promote health-limiting sale of alcoholic beverages.

2. Safety-concealed weapons, seat belts.

3. Morals-gambling
