II. Civil Rights Laws

A. Civil Rights Act of 1964

1. No person can be denied access to public accommodations because of race, color, religion, or national origin.

2. Prohibit discrimination against any person in any program that receives federal funding.

3. Forbid employers and labor unions to discriminate.

B. Civil Rights Act of 1968

1. Forbids anyone to refuse to sell or rent a dwelling to any person on the basis of race…

C. Affirmative Action

1. Businesses must adopt an affirmative action plan so that the workforce reflects the makeup of the population.

2. Called quotas.

3. Critics say this is reverse discrimination.

III. Citizenship

A. Jus soli-law of the soil.

B. Jus sanguinis-law of the blood.

C. Naturalized citizen

1. Have entered legally, lived here for at least five years.

2. Filed a petition for naturalization.

3. Be literate in English.

4. Be of good moral character.
