1. Invaded Italy because the Church asked him to.

2. Became Holy Roman Empire.

B. Church disliked power of kings and their power to appoint church officials.

1. Pope Gregory VII banned this practice.

2. Henry IV-called a false monk, Gregory excommunicated him.

C. Concordat of Worms

1. Only Church could appoint a bishop.

2. Must be approved by emperor.
