I. Beginnings of Catholic Reformation

A. Ignatius of Loyola.

1. Wrote a book called Spiritual Exercises.

a. Laid out meditation, prayer, and study.

2. Pope made his followers a religious order called the Society of Jesus.

a. Known as the Jesuits.

B. Focused on three activities.

1. Founded religious schools through Europe.

2. Convert non-Christians to Catholicism.

3. Stop Protestantism from spreading.

II. Pope Paul III

A. Took four important steps to reform.

1. Directed Council of Cardinals to investigate indulgence selling and other church abuses.

2. Approved Jesuit order.

3. Used the Inquisition to punish heresy in papal territory.

4. Created Council of Trent.

B. Council of Trent-decisions

1. Church’s interpretation of Bible was final.

2. Faith and works needed for salvation.

3. Bible and Church were powerful authorities.

4. Indulgences were expressions of faith, but the false selling was banned.
