I. Revolution in Haiti-call Saint Domingue
A. French colony made up most of the population.

B. 1791-priest named Boukman called for revolution.

1. 100,000 rose in revolt, led by Toussaint L’Ouverture.
a. Took control of territory and freed the slaves.

b. French troops landed, agreed to halt revolution if France would end slavery.

c. Arrested and sent to prison.

C. Jean-Jacques Dessalines took over the fight.

1. 1804-declared the colony an independent country.

II. Latin American Revolutions

A. Venezuela-declared independence from Spain in 1811.

1. Led by Simon Bolivar.

2. Won independence in 1821.

B. Argentina-declared independence in 1816.
1.
Led by San Martin

C. Forces in Chile and Peru were still a threat.
1. San Martin led army to free Chile.
2. Combined his army with Bolivar’s to defeat the Spanish at the Battle of Peru-1824.

III. Mexico

A. Padre Miguel Hidalgo started the movement.

1. Rang the bells of his village Church.

2. Issued a call for rebellion against Spain.

3. Raised an army of 60,000.

B. Eventually railed around Jose Maria Morelos.

IV. Brazil

A. When Napoleon ruled, center of Portuguese Empire.

B. After his defeat, they wanted to be in control again.

C. Signed a petition asking for independence.
