A. Alexander III

1. Saw anyone who questioned the authority of the czar, church, or spoke different language was dangerous.

2. Targeted Jews for persecution.

B. Nicholas II

1. Increased taxes to build up economy.

2. Huge steel producer, built Trans-Siberian Railroad.

3. Growth of factories caused worker discontent.

4. Russian Marxists split into two groups-Bolsheviks.

C. Crisis in Russia

1. Russo-Japanese War-lost.

2. Bloody Sunday-Workers wanted better conditions and were fired upon.

A. Provisional government set up in Russia.
