After the War

A. Yalta Conference

1. Divide Germany into zones of occupation.

2. Germany would pay reparations to Soviets.

B. Creation of the United Nations.

1. Five permanent nations-U.S., Soviet Union, Britain, China, France.

C. Soviets wanted to shield selves from other invasions.

1. Secured communist governments in satellite nations.

2. Albania, Bulgaria, Poland, Romania, Czech.

3. Stalin said communism and capitalism could not survive together.

D. Iron Curtain over Eastern Europe.

A. Policy of containment.

B. Truman Doctrine

1. Asked for foreign aid for Turkey and Greece.  ($400 million)

C. Marshall Plan

1. 12.5 billion to aid European countries.

D. Berlin Airlift

1. Soviet Union cut off highway, water, and rail traffic into Berlin.

2. Wanted them to surrender West Berlin.

3. 11 months supplies were flown in.

E. NATO-ten European nations and U.S. and Canada.

1. Warsaw Pact formed in response.
