I.
Roots of Conflict between Jews and Palestinians

A. Jews say their claim goes back 3,000 years when Jewish kings ruled it.

B. Palestinians (Muslim and Christian) say it has belonged to them since Jews were driven out in 135.

C. After World War II

1. UN called for a partition of Palestine into a Palestinian state and a Jewish state.

2. Israel was created in 1948.

II. Arab Reaction

A. Six Arab states-Egypt, Iraq, Jordan, Lebanon, Saudi Arabia, and Syria invaded Israel.  War ended in a few months.

B. 1956-Egypt seized the Suez Canal.

1. Israel defeated them, but gave it back due to pressure.

C. 1967-Six Day War-Occupied Golan Heights and Sinai Peninsula.

D. 1973 War-attacked by surprise on Yom Kippur, lost some territory.

E. 1978-Signed peace treaty that gave Sinai Peninsula back to Egypt and Egypt recognized Israel as a nation.
