C. Defeated Greeks at the battle of Chaeronea.

D. Planned to invade Persia, but was stabbed to death.

II. Alexander-Invaded Persia.

A. First victory at Granicus.

B. Rejected Darius III’s offer for peace and went on to invade Egypt.

1. Crowned a pharaoh.

2. Founded city of Alexandria.

C. Moved into Mesopotamia.

1. Conquered Babylon, Susa, and Persepolis.

D. Crossed into the Indus Valley.

1. Won the first battle, but were tired of fighting.
